DRAFT WIOA YOUTH PROGRAM ELIGIBILITY MANUAL
PURPOSE
The purpose of this Operations Issuance is to provide Youth Program Service Providers with a Draft WIOA Youth Program Eligibility Manual.
BACKGROUND

On July 22, 2014, President Obama signed the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIOA) (Pub.L.113-128), a comprehensive legislation that reforms and modernizes the public workforce system.  The WIOA Youth Program eligibility provisions began to take effect on July 1, 2015. DOL has issued a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NPRM) that serves as the draft WIOA regulations.  The Final Rule is scheduled to be issued by DOL in early 2016. Once the WIOA Final Rule has been issued, SDWP will finalize the Draft WIOA Youth Program Eligibility Manual.
WIOA sec. 3(18) and the NPRMs Section IV 681.200 describe eligibility for the WIOA title I youth formula-funded program which includes two groups: In-school youth (ISY) and Out-of-school youth (OSY) and establishes specific eligibility criteria for each group. The WIOA NPRMs provide further instructions and definitions related to Youth Program eligibility, including categories for low-income determination. The Employment Development Department (EDD) issued Directive 15-03 on September 15, 2015 which provided further guidance on WIOA Youth Program eligibility. The Draft WIOA Youth Program Eligibility Manual is based on these DOL and EDD documents.
Prior to this issuance, Youth Service Providers were directed to apply the WIOA eligibility determination process and forms provided at the SDWP eligibility trainings that took place in July, 2015.

Eligibility determination conducted after this issuance must use the forms and instructions provided in the Draft WIOA Youth Program Eligibility Manual. Please ensure staff conducting eligibility determination are provided the latest forms.
